History 

The First Lutheran South Cemetery had its 

beginning in 1873 with 2 acres of land in 

Dane Prairie Township.  The land was  

donated by Magnus and Sine Johnson.  The 

first burials occurred in 1878. Three churches 

initially used the cemetery, but by 1881 the 

cemetery was retained solely by First Luther-

an as it is today. The cemetery was enlarged 

in 1883 by the purchase of an additional acre 

from the Johnsons.  

The First Lutheran North Cemetery was  

acquired in 1891 from Friedrich and Minnie 

Spirkermann.  The first burial had already 

occurred in 1879.  Additional acreage was 

acquired from the State of Minnesota in 

1973.  In 2024 a Columbarium was gifted to 

the cemetery and placed on site. 

Vision 

A volunteer committee provides for the 

management and care of both cemeteries.  

Our goal is to maintain the First Lutheran 

Cemeteries as serene resting places.  Well-

trimmed grass, smooth roads, and pruned 

trees are among the objectives of the 

congregation.  We strive to help the family’s 

selection of plots and ensure that the burial 

of their loved ones will go smoothly.   

Improvements are planned and carried out 

as the needs dictate.  

The South Cemetery is located at 22508 Co Hwy 

120.  It is an old country cemetery with a rich  

history and is surrounded by pine trees.  It is a 

peaceful and quiet place for loved ones to visit.
